JUMP IN

even better than the original for the vast majority of its run-
time… but also somehow has an even worse ending.

Virgin Soul takes place approximately 10 years after the 
events of the original. At this point the human realm is the  
dominant force in the world, lead under the ruthless King  
Charioce XVII. He has managed to effectively steal the 
powers of the gods and used them in order to turn the demon  
residents in the capital area into slaves. Both Heaven and Hell  
have rebellious thoughts on their minds due to the oppres-
sion they’re suffering, but they have a hard time doing much 
against the overwhelming power which Charioce possesses. 
It is here we find our new protagonist Nina Drango: a young 
and energetic bounty hunter who arrives at the capital seek-
ing her fortune. As a tiny little catch, Nina has the ability 
to transform herself into a dragon, but only spontaneously, 
involuntarily and uncontrollably.

As the story goes on, many more characters are introduced,  
including both new ones and returning ones from Genesis.  
And what I really like about them is that they’re not only 
extremely well characterized, but you get so many different  
perspectives about the conflict in place in Virgin Soul. It’s 
not just that many of the characters are quite likable on a  
personal level, but the agendas of Heaven, Hell and the 
human realm respectively are all very logically depicted.  
It’s a very balanced cast both in terms of differentiating back 

stories but also in terms of personalities. Nina herself may be  
extremely naïve and overly optimistic, but that’s also part of 
her charm and her personality is frequently played around 
with as a means to drive the story forward in certain direc-
tions. And on the opposite side of things, I also have to say 
that Charioce is one of the more interesting villains I’ve seen  
in quite some time. There’s so much mystery regarding his 
true intentions and motives that pretty much up until the 
very last few episodes of the anime, you still don’t know for  
sure if he’s really good or evil, or why he’s doing any of the 
things he is. Yet at the same time he’s extremely charismatic,  
and the peculiar Romeo & Juliet-esque relationship he forms  
with Nina throughout the story is very unorthodox in nature.

The world-building in Virgin Soul is also excellent. It truly 
feels like a living and breathing fantasy world in its own right,  
and it helps magnifying the importance of the consequences 
of any major event that takes place. And there truly are a lot 
of major events in it, with its large scale storyline and gran-
diose vocal plus instrumental soundtrack. It just feels epic 
in general, but without being excessively overdramatized. 

But unfortunately, for some reason the story just can’t keep 
up all the way to the end. I can’t really go into detail without 
spoiling some of the biggest plot points, but basically there 
are several plot twists towards the end of the anime which 
quite frankly don’t make any sense. They undermine the 
credibility of large portions of the anime’s storyline leading 
up to that point, and as a result it leaves you with a bad taste 
in the mouth by the time you actually finish the show. Of 
course this is only a small part of the anime as a whole, but 
the ending is pretty important for a story like this, so seeing  
them slip up at the end like this is a bit frustrating. Especially  
considering that it’s the second time in a row it has happened  
for the franchise.

That being said, for the most part Virgin Soul is still a very 
good fantasy adventure anime in my opinion, even more so  
than its predecessor, and while it certainly left a lot more to  
be desired in the end, ultimately the level of the journey 
leading up that point is enough to make up for it. I also firmly  
believe this is an anime which most people will enjoy regard- 
less of what your usual genre preferences may be. Honestly 

I generally dislike action anime and typical battle shounen 
adventures even more so, but I like this anime quite a bit. 
Virgin Soul just feels more believable than most series of this 
genre. No one feels unreasonably overpowered in this story, 
it’s not too predictable and other than the disappointing plot 
twists towards the end, the various motives for its rather 
diverse character cast are quite logical. Even when it does 
go into action scenes, every move feels perfectly plausible 
based on the characters’ own writing, and you don’t see any 
forced turnarounds as a result of plot-convenient power-ups 
or dumb luck. It all feels relatively fair.

Virgin Soul is a solid continuation to an already good anime,  
making great use of its world-building and characterization  
to deliver a very enjoyable final product. Yes, the ending kind  
of sucks (again) but don’t let that discredit the quality of the 
show leading up to that point. Overall it’s still one of the bet-
ter adventure anime in the last few years. v HaXXspetten

Death March to the Parallel World Rhapsody

This is a review of a light novel that I’ve 
been reading for past few weeks. Other

in a Parallel World Rhapsody) is the first  
published work by Hiro Ainana, based on  
his web novel. The illustrations are by Shri.
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The story takes an interesting twist on the “isekai” genre. 
Instead of being reincarnated or summoned to a differ-
ent word, the main protagonist, Satō, “appears” after falling 
asleep. On Earth, he is a 29-year-old video game program-
mer. He appeared in this world as a 15-year-old, which is 
also considered an adult, while still retaining his personal-
ity, demeanor and sarcasm. His point of view of the world is 
like a first person shooter video game. He has game menus, 
character stats, enemy stats and other information appear 
before him. Satō is Level 1 and [spoiler] also gets a family 
name later in the story.

Death March starts out where Satō, as a peddler, wakes 
up and is suddenly attacked by an army of lizard men. In a 
panic, he casts a magic spell that sends a multitude of mete-
orites at the lizard men, destroying them and the surround-
ing area. After the smoke and dust settles, he is surprised 
that his level shot up to 310. He searches for the nearest city 
and travels toward. Along the way there, he encounters a 
wyvern and accidentally causes it to attack the local army 
on their training mission. During this skirmish, he saves a 
female magic user.

The one other fantastical aspect of Satō other than his 
instant high level is that he acquires all sorts of skills along 
the way. There is no set rule on how he acquires all these 
skills. For most of the story, he gains skills solely by doing 
something “new” and then the skill, skill set or even titles 
suddenly appear. Some this of could even lead readers to 
think “WTF” happened! He is also able to to allocate “skill 
points” to any of these skills at will. This makes him the 
most powerful human in this new world. Having this ability 
to increase and decrease his skills almost negates any form 
hardship that he could face in his adventures in this world. 
If any hardship befalls him (and his “family”), he immedi-
ately solves it.

There is also magic and alchemy that is used in this world. 
Though Satō learns skills by just doing things, surprisingly 
he learns magic and alchemy by reading magic text books, 
journals and scrolls. Once he practices them, he does actu-
ally get better at it and acquires that skill. In this case, his 
changing the skills points doesn’t make him any better at 
succeeding. Changing skills points makes the magic stron-
ger and finished result of the alchemy as higher quality. 

Each person has a net number of “magic points.” Yes–magic 
points. It’s also sometimes referred to as “mana.” Just like in 
a video game, it is replenished by potions and resting.

There are currently five volumes of Death March published  
in North America. While the first two volumes takes place 
mostly in Seiryū City, succeeding volumes takes them to 
new lands and meeting new people. Though his official title 
is “peddler,” his own personal mission in this new world 
is to explore and learn new things along their travels. The 
author doesn’t go into describe in fine detail each local Satō 
and family visits, but gives enough to the reader a fairly 
good idea how to picture it in their minds. It’s human nature 
wanting to now every little tidbit about things, but this is a 
light novel after all. This is what separates light novels for 
full novels. Light novels are supposed to be for easy reading. 
As your read the volumes, Hiro Ainana does a good job at 
tying in events mentioned in earlier volumes to the current 
situation that they’re in. This also gives you a clearer picture 
of the world, it’s emerging history and facts about the demi-
humans that inhabit this world.

In addition to our main protagonist, Satō, the others in 
what he refers to as his “family” are seven female charac-
ters. Well, a lot of the “isekai” stories are also about acquir-
ing harems also.

Each of the female characters are presented with your ste-
reotypical female “talents” and tropes to match. They stick 
to their written roles throughout the Death March world. The  
first ones in his family Satō comes across are three demi-
human slaves: Liza, a scale-folk; Pochi, the dog-eared girl; 
and Tama, the cat-eared girl. Later, Satō buys two other slave  
girls, but human this time, Aisha Tachibana and Lulu Watari,  
a former princess and retainer. The last girl to join is an elven  
girl, Mia, whom Satō saves from near-death and plans to return  
her home. Most of the girls do fall in love with him in one way  
or another with the exception of Pochi and Tama, who sees 
him more of a father figure. There was initially a female char- 
acter he saves but doesn’t join his family…Zena Marienteil, 
a hereditary knight and magic soldier. Zena instantly fell in 
love with Satō from the start, though unrequited.

As the main storyline progresses outside of Seiryū City,

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each succeeding story does become quite linear. They travel 
to a new place, camp for a while, encounter some kind of 
trouble and then finding a solution. But with each new local, 
new information is given about Death March world and how 
this information ties in to the overall story. Sure, there are 
times when the author writes about their daily lives and per-
sonal moments together, I do find these bring out a new side 
to the characters. I do realize that some readers find this 
boring and want to get to the “nitty-gritty,” but it does bal-
ance out. If you’re the kind of reader who likes story, these 
little “filler stories” are a treat. 

Death March kara Hajimaru Isekai Kyōsōkyoku is not for 
everybody. I know. I never thought I would ever read sto-
ries like this. The only novels I’ve read that are similar to 
this genre are The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe series 
by C.S. Lewis a long, long time ago. If you’re interested in 
“isekai” stories, this would be a good one to read. But as a 
budding reader of light novels, they’re meant for easy, fun 
reading and to be enjoyed. Read a “real” novel like Lord of 
the Rings if you want a lot of detail and immerse yourself. 
Death March is also adapted into and anime which is cur-
rent airing as of this writing and manga a few year prior. The 
light novel is available in North America up to volume five 
as of this writing, while 12 volumes and one short prequel 
story are available in Japan. v Ed Gomez

World) depicts the nearby port city of Kure 
in Hiroshima before and after the 1945 atomic  

bombing. The story centers around a young illustra-
tor, Suzu, during the War. Suzu and her family man-
ages during the food shortage, bombings and hard 
living conditions during wartime.

The Kure municipal government set aside a hill-
side that was depicted in the animated film. This 
hillside area of Mt. Haigamne is to be developed as 
tourist spot for fans of the film and will be called 
“Suzu-san ni aeru oka” (the hill where you can meet 
with Suzu). It will cost the municipal government 
almost ¥8 million (approximately $78 thousand) 
and plans to be completed by spring of next year.

The author of the manga, Fumiyo Kono, chose 
the spot where a replica of Suzu’s home will be built. 
Relatives of the author that lived and owned that 
land donated it to the City of Kure.

An ongoing trend of anime fans that recently 
became popular is to visit places seen in anime. 
One famous anime, Onegai Teacher, depicts and 
scene off Lake Kizaki in Nagano. Another anime, 
Slam Dunk, depicts opening scene of the ocean off 
of Kamakurakōkōmae Station in Kanagawa. The 
municipal government hopes that this will inspire 
fans of Kono Sekai no Katasumi ni to visit Kure. v

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Flying Witch is one those shows. As the title implies, there’s 
a witch, so there’s bound to be magic. Yes, there is, but noth-
ing like to those other magical girl anime.

Flying Witch is about a high school witch-in-training, 
Makoto Kowata. The story starts out with her and her cat, 
Chito, taking train to Hirosaki, Aomori, to live with family.  
As a rural town, it is a perfect setting to develop her magical  
abilities and live as a normal high school girl. Each of the twelve  
episodes tells the slice-of-life lives of Makoto, her family and 
her witch training contained in an episodic format.

Each of the main characters represent your standard char-
acter tropes, yet a little uniqueness added. Makoto Kowata 
is a down-to-earth, courteous, polite, a little clumsy and 
strange. There’s a sense of calmness and cluelessness in her  
personality that she express. Kei Kuramoto is Makato’s cousin  
and the same age as her. He gives off the older brotherly, 
responsible type whose always looking out for Makoto and 
Chinatsu. At times, Kei is also happy-go-lucky. Chinatsu 
Kuramoto is Kei’s younger sister. She’s has an outgoing per-
sonality and usually speaks her mind. Chinatsu is very sus-
picious of Makoto when they first meet and thinks she’s a 
dangerous person because she talks to her cat, Chito. This 
all changes when she first sees Makoto fly on a broom. She 
learns about witches and becomes Makoto’s apprentice. 
Throughout the series, Chinatsu is the character that devel-
ops the most.

Aside from the main characters, there’s are a whole cast that  
they meet throughout there series. The main ones that are  
introduced are Nao Ishiwatari, Kei’s classmate; Akane Kowata,  

Makoto’s older sister whose a full-fledged witch; Inukai, a 
fortune teller and Akane’s friend and a few other characters.

So what’s the difference between Flying Witch and other 
“magical girl” anime? For one thing, it’s not and may not be 
for everyone. While most tend to expect some kind of action 
series, they will be disappointed to find out that they will 
find the pacing of Flying Witch to be rather slow. This series 
follows the daily lives of these characters while each episode 
is story and character driven at good pace. Flying Witch also 
embraces a lot of fantasy genre elements intwined with daily 
rural life. You will find talking cats, animal familiars, flying 
whales, ghosts and even a lycanthrope. All these elements 
are what brings out the charm of Flying Witch.

The BGM (background music/sound track) of Flying Witch  
goes very well show. It opens up with the song “Shanranran”  
sung by miwa while the ending theme is “Nichijō no Mahō 
(Everyday Magic)” is performed by Minami Shinoda and 
Eri Suzuki. The background music that performed with 
mostly acoustic instruments gives a calm, atmospheric feel 
that goes well with a lot of the scenes while still focusing on 
the characters.

If you’re looking to be “wowed” by Flying Witch, you will 
be disappointed. This story and character driven show will 
most likely be not to your liking. That’s what I thought when 
I first watched this. I continued to watch Flying Witch and 
grew to like it very much. This is the kind of anime that  
you could watch while winding down and having a glass 
of wine after a long day at work. And besides…Makoto is 
pretty cute. v Ed Gomez
